contains some of the Borough's older and higher density development and consider-
"~ able deterioration is evident. The provisions of this zone would be the same as

in the one and two family residence area except that condominiums and cooperative
townhouses would also be permitted at appropriate densities, the purpose being to
encourage redevelopment of older obsclete structures.

Page 84.
Delete paragraph 7 and insert new paragraph as follows:

""7. Sanitary Sewer-Improvements and Repairs - If the Borough is to realize

maximum efficiency from the proposed interceptor, as well as from the local
collector system and capacity in the Joint Meeting, it is important that infil-
tration be reduced to the greatest extent possible. Therefore, it is suggested
that infiltration studies and the necessary repairs and imprévements which will
be recommended therein be initiated at the earliest possible date to parallel



construction of the interceptor. Ten-year bond issues of $50,000, $100,000,
and $100,000 are reflected in the capital program recommendations for 1975, 1976
and 1977 respectively."

Page 85.
Delete paragraph 12 and insert new paragraph as follows:
"13. School Site Acquisition - In order to provide land for future use as a

middle school site and related recreation areas, a Board of Education Bond Issue
of $1,300,000 is shown in 1979. It is further recommended that the municipal
government seek State Green Acres funding to purchase some or all of the flood
prone properties which would comprise the recreation portion of the Middle School
Site. Should this effort prove successful it will, of course, reduce the amount
of the recommended 1979 Board of Education bond issue."

Page 85.
Delete paragraph 13 and insert new paragraph as follows:
13 School Building Program: Also in 1979 is a Board of Education bond issue of

$6,000,000 to provide for a new middle school, as suggested previously in this re-
port and needed improvements to the present elementary schools."

Page 85.
Add new paragraph:
"14. Park and Recreation Development. In recent years the Borough has acquired

two key recreational and open space resources. In order to realize the full bene-
fit of these acquisitions, it will be necessary to undertake some development. It

is recommended that gradual phased develcpment of an environmental park at the

Green Acres Tract and a recreational/historical center at the‘Brunson_Estate be
undertaken. A capital fund expenditure of $30,000 per yecar for each of the following



six years is recommended. In addition, the Borough should energetically pursue
supplementary State and Federal funds which would accelerate the timetable for
the development of these much needed facilities."

Delete Public Uses paragraph and insert the following:

Public Uses

Important elements of the Business Area Plan are the proposals for
public uses. These proposals have been described as a part of the Community
Facilities Plan, but their relationship to the central area should be emphasized.
The location of municipal office facilities adjacent to the core offers conveni-
ences to the business community and results in economy to the municipal government.
in providing direct service to higher density portions of the Borough. Likewise,
the location of public off-street parking facilities provides important support to
commercial development. Two permanent parking facilities are proposed on middle
Somerset Street including one associated with the proposed municipal complex. In
the multi-use redevelopment zone on lower Somerset Street, public parking designed
to support redevelopment will be a key element in the success of that redevelopment.
Because that redevelopment is projected as fully private, it is not possible to



select sites for that area at this time. As plans go forward, however, municipal -
parking should be integrated into any proposal. Lots aggregating at least several

hundred cars might be desirable depending upon the scale of redevelopment projects.
Temporary development and use of the present lot on Craig Place should continue

pending detailed redevelopment plans.
