THE CONGREGATION OF THE HOLY INFANCY OF JESUS, a religious
congregation organized and incorporated under the laws of New
Jersey, desiring to effect a more accurate translation of its name
and to update its Certificate of Incorporation filed on June 22,
1935, does hereby certify as follows:

FIRST: The name of the corporation is the CONGREGATICN OF THE
SERVANTS OF THE HOLY CHILD JESUS OF THE THIRD ORDER REGULAR OF ST,
FRANCIS, commonly known as the FRANCISCAN SERVANTS OF THE HOLY
CHILD JESUS.

SECOND: As a religious congregation of pontifical right
within the Roman Catholic Church, the purposes for which this
corporation is formed are:

to provide religious apostolic and charitable works to

the poor, needy, and distressed in a manner in keeping

with the needs of the times and the resources of the

congregation; and in particular,

to assist girls and women in special social difficulties,

who cannot cope with themselves and the demands of soci-

ety; and

to maintain residential health care facilities and other

institutions to provide for the care, comfort, and super-

vision of older adults and others with special needs; and

to train and provide personnel to other facilities in
connection with any of the above.

The corporation shall also have all of the powers granted by

law to religious societies or congregations and enumerated in

NJSA 16:1-4.
